The 2009 Laser SB3 Inland Championship is being held at Rutland Sailing Club.

Arrival 

You are welcome to arrive on Thursday:  the Club will be open into the evening, food will be available (see below), though the gates may close at 10.30pm.  If you intend arriving after 10pm please phone ahead to Triff (see contact details below) to ensure that we can get your boat onto the site.

Otherwise arrive Friday morning after 8am.
Launching/Recovery
For launching and recovery you will be using your boat trailers (it is fresh water!)
All boats will be launched by tractors manned by volunteers during Friday morning.  This will enable speedy launching of arrivals so please do not use your own cars for launching during this time.

Boats arriving later or earlier than Friday morning may have to use their own cars to launch – there are pontoons alongside the slipways to make things easy, though we may have manned tractors still available.
Recovery of all boats on Sunday afternoon will be by the manned tractors.

Mooring

As soon as they are launched the boats should move away from the pontoons to their moorings in order to make room for the boats launching later.  We will have RIBs to help you do this, as the use of outboard engines is not permitted on the Water (see also Notice of Race 14.1 and Class Rule C.5.1(6) for racing)
After racing the boats will go direct to their moorings: please ensure that there are lines on your boat to tie up to these.  RIBs will bring you ashore.
Food and refreshment

Food will be available at the Clubhouse as follows:

Saturday 11th:
Fleet Dinner will be served at 6.15pm (immediately before fun poker night).
