Notice of Race and Entry Form 

Notice of Race and Entry Form are available from the Secretary or can be downloaded from the SB3 website or from the SVYC website where there is also a wealth of other useful information.

There is an early entry discount if you complete and send in your entry form and fee (£130) by 2 June 2009. Late entries, if accepted, will be charged at £160. 
Seaview is a small village with limited accomodation and places to eat so we have made arrangements with the Club caterer to provide breakfasts, pack lunches and buffet dinners. You will have to book these with the entry form. Best plan is to book 3 of everything with your entry and be done with it.

Format for the weekend is as follows:

Friday

· Register and Weigh in at Sea View Yacht Club from 1800.
· 1730 baggage collection from Royal Southern Pontoon.
· Lasagne and drinks at the Sea View Yacht Club. Food will commence at 1900 and will finish at 2130.
Saturday

· Breakfast available at the Sea View Yacht Club.
· Register and Weigh in from 0800 to 0915.
· Packed lunches can be made up if pre ordered on the Entry Form.
· First race scheduled to start at 1100.
· After racing there will be a BBQ and drinks.
Sunday 

· Breakfast available at the Sea View Yacht Club.
· Packed lunches can be made up if pre ordered on the Entry Form. 

· First race of day scheduled to start at 1000.
· The last race will start no later than 1400.

· To enable boats to get away early, prizes will be awarded at the Class Prizegiving on 10th October 

· About two hours after racing has finished bags will be transported back to the Royal Southern. 

How to get your boat to Seaview by Sea

It is anticipated that most of you are going to sail your boat over to Seaview. If not already based on the south coast then there is launching by crane on the mainland from the various Marinas in the Hamble and Portsmouth.  From the Hamble we suggest Hamble Yacht Services - 023 80454111. You can also launch from the beach by Warsash Sailing Club if you prefer. Closest to Seaview is Gosport Marina (Camper and Nicholson) - 023 92524811 in Portsmouth Harbour. There is also a public slipway in Portsmouth near the Wightlink ferry terminal. 

There is no real need for a car in Seaview as it is a very small village. If you plan to sail to Seaview with all of your gear for the weekend, you can have your baggage picked up by a Sea View Yacht Club boat at the Royal Southern YC at 1730 on Friday 5 June. Baggage will be unloaded at the Yacht Club by 1830. Please enter early stating if you would like to take advantage of this offer so we can gauge numbers. Make sure you take any valuables with you and that gear is in waterproof bags as there is no dry storage on the RIB.  There will also be a similar service for the return trip on Sunday. 

Seaview is about 4.0 miles due south of the entrance to Portsmouth Harbour.  A notable navigational mark, No Man Lands Fort, is approximately 1.5 miles north of Seaview. Be careful of Ryde Sands, which lie to the west of Seaview. They dry out at low tide and catch the unwary regularly. If you keep to seaward of the two marker posts in the deep water channel before heading in towards Seaview you should be safe but keep your eye on the depth sounder as the sands shelve steeply along the channel edge.

Please note that there will be a foul tide going to and returning from Seaview. See below for more details of tides. 

How to get your boat to Seaview by Road

If you are planning to tow the boat by car then you can get to the island via a number of Car Ferries. Most convenient is Wightlink - Portsmouth to Fishbourne. There is also the Red Funnel - Southampton to Cowes. If all else fails there is Wightlink - Lymington to Yarmouth. Late night crossings can sometimes be cheaper so check what deals there are before booking. The ferries get very booked up (and restrict the number of trailers on each crossing) on Friday nights to the Island and Sunday nights back from the Island.

You can launch from various public slipways in Seaview and Bembridge Harbour but this can only be done around High Tide as the beaches shelve very gently and Bembridge harbour dries out.  

Passengers

For crews, travelling independently on foot to Seaview, there are two forms of transportation across to the Island.

The Fastcat – The service is run by Wightlink - 0870 582 7744 - who run a regular service from Portsmouth Harbour to Ryde Pier until late at night. The journey time is approx 15 minutes. The cost is currently quoted as £18.60 for a return. For further information please visit www.wightlink.co.uk. 

Trains run directly from London Waterloo to Portsmouth Harbour with a journey time of approx one and a half hours.

The Hovercraft – The service is run by Hovertravel - 023 9281 1000 - who run a regular service from Southsea to Ryde until 20.30 on Friday nights. The Journey time is approx 10 minutes and the cost is currently quoted as £16.20 return. For further information please visit www.hovertravel.co.uk.

There is a large pay and display car park situated near to the Hoverport. A 2-4 day car-parking pass is available from the Hoverport terminal for £18.00.

On arrival in Ryde there are two main alternative means of transport to Seaview. 

Taxi – The journey time is approx 10 minutes and will cost approx £8.00. Recommended taxi firms: Ryde taxis - 01983 811111; Seaview Taxis 01983 812424.
Bus – There is a regular, but slow, bus service that runs from outside Ryde Esplanade station into Seaview village - Number 16.

Moorings

Seaview is on a point and the Club has a Yellow starting Line Post with a windsock attached to the top about 400 metres off the point. Line Post position = 50Deg 43.60’N, 001Deg 06.23’W. The Club will have some swinging moorings (each with a short rope strop), laid for the SB3 fleet, to the east of the Line Post and to seaward of the general Club moorings. You should be able to spot the other SB3s (unless you are first there).
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The Club boatmen will help direct you and pick you up to take you ashore. Any problems call “Seaview Boatmen” on the VHF Channel M2 (P4 on some radios). Bring strong mooring lines to tie your boat up. The moorings are quite exposed and there is a strong current through the moorings. Best to have two lines, one attached from the strop to the eye on the bow and a second around the foot of the mast for safety. Only one boat per mooring please. 

The boatmen have been asked to work late to help get everyone moored. If you are going to be late (after 20.00) please ring the Club - 01983 613268 - and we will see if we can get a helpful person to come out and give you a hand when you arrive. If you have any serious problems, and cannot contact the Club for any reason, then ring Phil French on 07765 251059.
With a deep keel it is not safe to come in too close to the Club as it gets very shallow and there are many mooring lines ready to hook around the bulb of your keel.

Those of you that plan to make a quick dash across the Solent on Saturday morning are advised to ring the Secretary so that we can expect you. Please be aware that the racing area is likely to be some way from the moorings so leave plenty of time to get over and sorted out before the first race. The boatmen will be very busy on Saturday morning and they will give priority to crews going out to their boats from the Club. It may not be possible to pick you up and take you ashore immediately upon your arrival. Please be patient.

Accomodation

Seaview is a small village with limited accomodation. The Class has therefore negotiated a special rate for the SB3 fleet with The Salterns, which has a number of Holiday Homes for rent. These 3 and 4 bed chalets are rented on a self-catering basis. 3/4 bed chalets are £150.00 per weekend.

If you wish to book a chalet, please telephone Norman Bright - 01983 612330 - and quote reference number SB3 - for the deal of a lifetime. With three sharing and breakfast at the Club this will work out at £25.00 per person per night for three of you. The Salterns is within walking distance of the Club.

There are also some small hotels, B+Bs and private houses for rent in the Village. Details can be found on the Sea View Yacht Club website - www.svyc.co.uk
Be warned that there will be a number of other visitors in Seaview that weekend (due to an other event taking place) so you are advised to book early to avoid disappointment.

Chandlery

There is no Chandlery in Seaview however there is one in Bembridge Harbour, that sells most essentials, but it does not have any specific SB3 spares.
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
